8 Hezekiah had said to Isaiah, “What sign will the Lord give to prove that he will 
heal me and that I will go to the Temple of the Lord three days from 
now?” 9 Isaiah replied, “This is the sign from the Lord to prove that he will do as 
he promised. Would you like the shadow on the sundial to go forward ten steps 
or backward ten steps?” 10 “The shadow always moves forward,” Hezekiah 
replied, “so that would be easy. Make it go ten steps backward instead.”   
11 So Isaiah the prophet asked the Lord to do this, and he caused the shadow to 
move ten steps backward on the sundial of Ahaz!     (2 Kings 20:8-11 NLT)

22 I did not see a temple there. The Lord God All-Powerful and the Lamb were its 
temple. 23 And the city did not need the sun or the moon. The glory of God was 
shining on it, and the Lamb was its light. 24 Nations will walk by the light of that 
city, and kings will bring their riches there. 25 Its gates are always open during 
the day, and night never comes. 26 The glorious treasures of nations will be 
brought into the city. 27 But nothing unworthy will be allowed to enter. No one 
who is dirty-minded or who tells lies will be there. Only those whose names are 
written in the Lamb's book of life will be in the city.
